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Project Description
Another June 2013 Town Meeting approval, this new park at the end of Diana Lane off Broadway, the back portion of the former Dadak Farm, was one of three design phase recreation projects, estimated at $100,000.
Watermark Environmental and Engineering out of Lowell has been contracted with to ascertain what is wanted and feasible on this approximately 6 acre site. Most people anticipate a football field that is possibly also used as for lacrosse and or soccer. It is also anticipated that much of the land will be needed for parking. A decision will be necessary shortly as to whether it is to be designed as natural turf or synthetic turf.

The Pop Warner football program has long been looking for a field that they can count on being available to them in the autumn that also provides for athletic field lighting. When this land was first obtained as part of an open space residential subdivision provisions were made to assure that athletic field lighting would be allowed. This permission can be extremely difficult to obtain in existing residential areas due to light and noise concerns. Although never formalized the early discussions about the future use of this land centered on football. This use may take some of the pressure off from both the High School football field and Veterans Memorial Park in terms of their use by Pop Warner.

Operating Costs
This park would most likely be maintained by the Department of Public Works and the costs of utilities would most likely be the responsibility of the Town. With the addition of yet another active recreational park the Public Works Director may have staffing concerns.

Due to ongoing design considerations it is impossible to give an accurate estimate of the future costs of operations and maintenance.

If Watermark can provide suitable design and cost estimates it is envisioned that this project will seek funding at the June 2014 Town Meeting.
