

Town of Dracut
Well Regulations

1. No disposal works construction permit shall be issued until a well permit is pulled, well completion report, laboratory-testing report and septic system design plans are filed.

2. All well installers must be registered with the Water Resources Commission, as required by Chapter 21, Section 16, of Massachusetts General Laws.

3. Before the construction or installation of any individual well, a Well Installation Permit must be obtained from the Board of Health.

4. No well shall be located less than 100 feet from any subsurface sewerage leaching disposal area as defined by 310 C.M.R., 15.00: The State Environmental Code.

5. Each well must supply water of quality and quantity, which meets FHA and VA standards.  Additionally, a coliform test, a test for total organic carbon and lead is required.

6. A laboratory certified by the Massachusetts Department of Public Health must analyze samples of newly installed wells.  A representative of the certified lab, who shall certify the results, the date and the location from where the sample was taken, must take said samples.

7. A fee of $75.00 shall be charged for each permit.

8. Permit shall expire one (1) year from issuance.

9. The responsibility for compliance with regulations shall be the sole responsibility of the landowner of the property and at their expense.

10. If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of these regulations shall be deemed invalid for any reason whatsoever, such decision shall not effect the remaining portions of these regulations, which shall remain if full force and effect, and to this end the provisions of these regulations are hereby declared.
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
