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Project Description
Historical Building Preservation, 1367 Bridge Street
The Grange organization is still in the process of finalizing the transfer of ownership of this historic building to Christ Church United (next door.) The CPC would like to remain ready to evaluate whether to and how much financial assistance to provide for a renovation of Grange Hall in exchange for an historic preservation restriction if the owners so request.  Unfortunately CPC has no specific idea as to the amount this would entail.

With the development of the Town Hall/Library/Common Area complex with a more traditional New England town center, the passage of the Dracut Center Village Overlay District, and with the close proximity of other historic structures; such as, the Yellow Church and the original part of the Parker Library, it is asserted that the Grange Hall adds significantly to the area’s character.

Operating Costs
If Christ Church United takes ownership then all operational and maintenance costs would be their responsibility. 

Depending upon progress in transferring ownership together with architectural design changes as well as agreements as to a suitable historical preservation restriction this project may seek funding at the November 2014 Town Meeting. It is more likely that these issues would take two or even three years to resolve.
