Review of Financial Accounts: 

Ms. Cahill will forward current financials to each board member on Tuesday, May 10, 2016 and reminded those with budgets remaining that those funds need to be spent if items are needed before June 1, 2016.
Correspondence:

Ms. Cahill asked the board members to review a CORI report and get their votes on whether this individual should be allowed to volunteer with a team.  It was determined the individual was specifically interested in volunteering with the softball teams so Steve Gomes will review and confer with Ms. Cahill.  It was later determined that this person will be allowed on the fields.
Action Items from Previous Meetings: 

Ms. Cahill let the board know that she is trying to hire skate park monitors and is not having a lot of interest.  If there aren’t enough monitors we will not be able to open the skate park every day.  It will not be open if there is not a monitor present.  The monitor should be 21 years of age or older.
Committee Reports:

Boys Basketball:
Mr. Scott let the board know that basketball sign ups end on May 20, 2016 and he will make the teams at that point.  They will take the week of July 4th off due to so many vacations.  Mr. Scott has some budget to spend and will take care of that before the deadline.

Girls Basketball:

Mr. Parent let the board know that the girls basketball teams will play on Monday and Wednesday at the Dillon-McAnespie field and the boys’ basketball team will play on Tuesdays and Thursdays at Campbell field.
Baseball:
Mr. McCann let the board know that baseball is going well.  They had an injured minor league player on Sunday, May 8, 2016; he was hit over his eye with a ball.  He did receive three stitches and was doing better by the next day.  It was unintentional and the coaches will work with teams more on backing away from a bad throw.  AAU teams are at the Jr. High Complex over the weekend and Mr. McCann is inquiring if they are pulling permits.  He specified that Dracut Recreation should not be held responsible for any damages done while the AAU teams were on the fields on Saturday morning and on Sunday from 8am to 1pm.  Mr. McCann advised that picture day was a success.
Softball: 
Mr. Gomes informed the board that softball is going well.  Senior league started on April 27, 2016 and Junior and Minor leagues started May 3, 2016.  Some games were rained out.  Opening Day tournament on Saturday, May 7, 2016 went very well.  Mark Vallante threw out the first pitch and the Blue Jays won the tournament.  Mr. Gomes explained that the parking lot at the new bathrooms at Monahan field would be paved and landscaped very soon.  Materials are being donated by Brox and services by Vinyl are being discounted.  The intention is to have the bathroom area paved and the bathrooms open within two weeks.  Mr. Gomes asked that the dumpsters be emptied as they are over-filled at this time.

Skiing: 

Ms. Talbot informed the board that she has budget monies that she plans on using before the deadline.  For the Fun Run program she asked that high jump mats are used this year and not pole vault mats.  Pole vault mats would not be safe for the children.
