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PLANNING BOARD MEETING – April 9, 2014

Chairman Forcier opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. in Harmony Hall and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

MINUTES:
Meeting held on March 26, 2014:  Mr. Greene motioned to approve.  Mr. Pease seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
12 HOVEY AVENUE/DALE & ERIN INGLIS/SPECIAL PERMIT TO EXTEND

THE NONCONFORMING USE/PUBLIC HEARING (CON’T): 

For the record, Chairman Forcier read a letter dated March 7, 2014, from Attorney Thomas Kennedy submitted on behalf of his client, which states as follows:

“Please be advised Mr. and Mrs. Inglis hereby withdraw their Special Permit Application, relevant to the aforementioned property.  Kindly take notice of the same.”

Mr. Donnelly motioned to close the public hearing.  Mr. Pease seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  Chairman Forcier called for a motion to accept the withdrawal.  Mr. Greene questioned whether the Board should just deny the special permit.  Mr. Pease commented that if the Board accepts the withdrawal without prejudice then the owner could resubmit, but if it’s denied they would have to wait 2 years to come back.  Mr. Donnelly motioned to accept the withdrawal without prejudice.  Mr. Pease seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Chairman Forcier called for a motion to take the Old & New Business out of order.  Mr. Greene made that motion.  Mr. Nangle seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS:

155 Broadway Road, Unit 1&2/Glen Edwards/Discussion

Mr. Edwards stated that at the last meeting the Board voted to allow the applicant (Susan Casale) to change the hours of operation on Sunday, however; he discussed this matter with Town Counsel, who informed him a public hearing would be necessary for this to occur.  Mr. Edwards contacted Ms. Casale with this information on March 27th and went to her business on April 1st to provide her with a copy of the existing special permit along with the hours of operation.  At the direction of Town Counsel, Mr. Edwards requested that he Board rescind their vote from the last meeting.  Mr. Nangle motioned to rescind the vote from the March 26th meeting, which allowed the owner to operate on Sunday, 12:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. and to return to the approved hours of 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m., as established in the previous special permit.  Mr. Pease seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS:
15 Schiripo Way/Mary Beth & Daniel Thompson/Special Permit Submittal for an In-Law Unit & to Request a Public Hearing
Mr. Donnelly motioned to schedule a public hearing on May 14, 2014.  Mr. Pease seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
PLANNING BOARD MEETING – April 9, 2014
AMEND ZONING BY-LAW TO ADD SECT. 4.18.00 FOR USE & PLACEMENT OF REGISTERED MARIJUANA DISPENSARIES/PUBLIC HEARING: 

Chairman Forcier opened the hearing to amend the Zoning By-Laws with the purpose of adding a section concerning registered marijuana dispensaries.  On behalf of the Zoning By-Law Committee, John Crowley presented an overview of the proposed article for the upcoming Town Meeting.  The By-Law Committee is made up of representatives from the Board of Selectmen, Planning Board, Board of Health., Conservation Commission, ZBA, Mr. Edwards and Dan McLaughlin, the Building Inspector.  Mr. Crowley noted that at the June 2013 Town Meeting, a moratorium was put in place to allow the Town time to address the various issues and regulations regarding medical marijuana treatment facilities and the related uses.  After numerous planning sessions by the Committee and a review by Town Counsel, the proposed By-Law is before the Board and the Committee determined these facilities should be located in the I1 zone, as well as requiring a special permit from the Planning Board.  Mr. Pease inquired about the selection of the I1 zone.  Mr. Crowley stated the I1 zone is somewhat remote to the population centers of Town and it seemed the most appropriate.  
Chairman Forcier asked if anyone in attendance had a question or comment.  Nobody came forward to speak for or against this matter.  Mr. Nangle motioned to close the public hearing.  Mr. Greene seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  Chairman Forcier acknowledged and appreciated the efforts of Mr. Crowley and the By-Law Committee in bringing this forward.  Mr. Pease motioned to recommend to Town Meeting to accept the proposed Zoning By-Law to add Section 4.18.00 for use and placement of registered marijuana dispensaries.  Mr. Nangle seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
