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PLANNING BOARD MEETING – December 10, 2014

PRESENT:  Jesse Forcier, Chairman; Mark Pease, Vice Chairman; Robert Donnelly; Philip Greene; George Nangle; Mark Hamel, Town Engineer and Lisa Wagner, Recording Secretary

Chairman Forcier opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. in Harmony Hall and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

MINUTES:
Meeting held on November 12, 2014:  Mr. Greene motioned to approve.  Mr. Nangle seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  

HILDRETH STREET/RAINBOW BUILDERS/ANR PLAN:
Chairman Forcier stated Attorney Flood submitted a letter on behalf of the applicant requesting to withdraw the ANR plan without prejudice. 

Mr. Greene motioned to allow the applicant to withdraw the plan without prejudice.  Mr. Donnelly seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

119 HAMPSON STREET/NIREL, LLC/SPECIAL PERMIT TO CONSTRUCT A GARAGE (19’X30’)/PUBLIC HEARING:
Chairman Forcier opened the hearing and read aloud the Legal Notice advertised in the Lowell Sun on Wednesday, November 26, 2014 and on Wednesday, December 3, 2014.  Chairman Forcier stated a letter was received from the applicant requesting to postpone the special permit hearing for a garage to the January 28, 2015 meeting.
Mr. Nangle motioned to continue the hearing to the January 28, 2015 meeting.  Mr. Pease seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Chairman Forcier took the following appointments out of order. 

DRAYCOTTE AVENUE – “CAMPBELL ESTATES/DOREEN POTTER TRUST/ SPECIAL PERMIT& DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION/PUBLIC HEARING (CON’T):
Chairman Forcier stated Attorney John Paczkowski submitted 2 letters on behalf of the applicant requesting to continue the public hearing and requesting an extension of the Board’s decision for the definitive subdivision.

Mr. Nangle motioned to continue the public hearing to the January 14th meeting.  Mr. Donnelly seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  Mr. Greene motioned to grant the applicant an extension of the Board’s decision.  Mr. Nangle seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 

200 LOON HILL ROAD/THE LANNAN COMPANY/SPECIAL PERMIT TO CONSTRUCT 3-HOMES IN THE FLOOD PLAIN/PUBLIC HEARING (CON’T):
Chairman Forcier indicated Ken Lania of Cornerstone Land Consultants submitted a letter on behalf of the applicant and owner, Richarry Investments, LLC to request to withdraw the special permit application without prejudice.  This will allow the current applicant the opportunity to modify the project to be more palatable to the Conservation Commission and Planning Board.
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Mr. Greene motioned to close the public hearing.  Mr. Pease seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  Mr. Nangle motioned to allow the applicant to withdraw without prejudice.  Mr. Donnelly seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

430 NASHUA ROAD/DRACUT DMP IX, LLC/ANR PLAN:
Nathan Mahonen of Bohler Engineering represented the applicant in presenting an ANR plan that extinguishes the existing subdivision and creates 3 parcels; Parcel A will be for the Dollar General site and Parcel B & C will be conveyed to the abutters.  Mr. Pease asked Mr. Hamel for his input on this plan.  Mr. Hamel does not have an issue with the plan and noted it is essentially for housekeeping purposes, as well as creating an individual lot for the Dollar General.  Mr. Greene inquired about the existing house and garage.  Mr. Mahonen stated it will be demolished.  Mr. Greene asked if there were any outstanding issues with the subdivision and if everything is in order for future improvements to the intersection.  Mr. Hamel noted the subdivision only existed on paper and the 10’ wide easement along Nashua Road is shown on the ANR plan.

Mr. Nangle motioned to approve the ANR plan based on the recommendation of the Engineering Department.  Mr. Greene seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:
Chairman Forcier stated the Board would be meeting in the new Town Hall starting in January and he would like to send a letter to the Historical Commission thanking them for the use of Harmony Hall, as well as a special thank you to Harvey Gagnon for making sure everything was set-up for all the Board’s meetings.
