A Letter from Ken Lania Cornerstone Land Consultants has requested to have the public hearing tabled until April 15, 2015. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to approve. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.

7:10pm Public Hearing: Notice of Intent: 200 Loon Hill Rd Lot #2-A Letter from Ken Lania Cornerstone Land Consultants has requested to have the public hearing tabled until April 15, 2015. Motion by Mr. Jendro to approve. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.
Under further discussion Mr. Jendro made a motion to have Mr. Lania re-advertise 200 Loon Hill Rd Lots 1 & 2 to the abutters only. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.

Continuance of Notice of Intent: 81, 61, Draycotte Av, 38 Fuller, 8 Butler 145-949: A Letter from Maureen Hanley at Norse Environmental has requested a continuation until May 6, 2015. The plans need to be revised due to the Town of Dracut Town Engineer Mark Hamel comments. Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve. Seconded by Mr. Hassan. Motion passed unanimously.
7:15pm Public Hearing: Notice of Intent: 1102 Methuen St/70 & 100 Pelczar Rd 145-955: Chuck Scott from CFS Engineering presented the board with a conventional plan. Mr. Scott was not looking for approval tonight but just some feedback from the board. Mr. Scott informed the board that the plan was presented to the Planning Board and received positive feedback. Mr. Scott said that there would be two cul-de-sac on the plan at 70 & 100 Pelczar as entrances to the open space development. Mr. Scott said that there would be six storm water systems on the new plan. Mr. Dana Atwood from 86 Pelzcar who is an abutter to the property let the board know that this was a much better plan than originally filed. Mr. Leo Vezina 88 Tellier Way agreed that the Open space plan is acceptable and leaves abutters with some open space. Mr. Graham stated that the Conservation Board is only there to determine whether the plan presented is a viable plan. Ms. Grenier had questions on the Riverfront, wanted to know if Mr. Scott addressed the DEP comments which were proposed. Project is two roadways what is anticipated alteration of Riverfront after full build out (house lots). Mr. Scott said he didn’t know there were comments from the DEP.  According to Mr. Scott 1058 Wetland protection act would allow him to alter the riverfront to gain access to the land they want to build on. Mr. Jendro would like to see a 100 ft. buffer zone on the plan, and a 200 ft. Riverfront. Mr. Olson said the board has concerns if Mr. Scott triggers any threshold within the project. Ms. Cahill informed the board and Mr. Scott that a full scale plan was due into our office by noon on April 13, 2015 to be on the April 15, 2015 meeting. Erin Dahoff from Natural Heritage is working with Mr. Scott in regards to the endangered species, and like the curved driveways for cars to go slow so that they would not hit turtles.  Mr. Hassan made a motion to continue this hearing until April 15, 2015 to wait for comments from the DEP. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.
Old Business: Code of Ethics Certificate due by the next meeting April 15, 2015
New Business: Mr. Olson as Chair of the Conservation Commission had a meeting with Town Manager Jim Duggan and Planning Board Chairman to discuss the Planning Board Process as it pertains to “Open Space” submissions and to clarify the process between the Planning Board and the Conservation Commission associated with the reviews of “Conventional” and “Open Space” subdivision submissions in the “Open Space” plan approval process. There was some discussion regarding the process to promote “Open Space” development over conventional development in that it is more beneficial to the Town and serves to have less impact to environmental resources. The Planning Board is considering improving this process. Ms. Cahill informed the board that she has talked with the Town Planner Glen Edwards, that the planning board would require that proposed projects get an approved ANRAD from Conservation Commission prior to developing plans. The next step would be the Engineer that is presenting the plan with the number of lots that they are looking to get approval on. This would be reviewed by a third party on the Town’s behalf. Mr. Olson asked that Open Space Plans have limited crossings and that it be considered as part of the review to avoid, minimize and mitigate wetland crossings as part of a limited project requirements. Mr. Olson said they are trying to clarify the process that in the past has resulted in confusion and multiple times going back and forth between the Planning Board and Conservation for approvals.
