   Ken Lania has informed the board that he is eliminating the crossing from lot 1 and lot 3 and doing 3 separate driveways from Loon Hill Rd. Natural Heritage has approved the plans and agree with the DEP comments. Natural Heritage will issue a determination letter within 30 days. Mr. Lania informed the board that each house will be approximately 76x40 in size. Mr. Olson told Mr. Lania that he wants fencing put it before any work will start. Mr. Jendro agreed and wanted retaining walls in also. The Board also wants to have Attorney Hall to approve the easement that Mr. Lania has proposed. The board has put a list of special conditions: Final, written approval of Natural Heritage must be approved. The owner(s) of Lots 1,2,3 must request amendment to the Order before any work beyond that mandated by the Order of Conditions. The protective fence required by Natural Heritage must be according to plan and completely in place and maintained for Lots 1,2 and 3. Retaining walls for Lots 1,2,3 must be according to plan in place. No future construction or structures within 50 foot buffer. Driveways for lots 1,2,3 must be in place and extend from Loon Hill Road to a line drawn between wetland flags A5 and AC24. A clerk of works agreeable to the Dracut Dept of Engineering be assigned. Replication must be in place and viable. Driveway easements agreeable to Town Counsel for lots 1,2,and 3 must be in place. Lawn treatments/chemicals for Lots 1,2 and 3 must be Organic. Driveway sealer for lots 1,2,and 3 must be asphalt based. High visibility fence must be in place during any clearing and construction. Placement shall be along the “inside” of siltation protection. An order of construction must be provided that meets good engineering standards and this Order and special conditions. Structures on Lots 1,2 and 3 must fit in the house footprints shown on the plan. Plan must be corrected to include the following individually for Lots 1,2 and 3 square footage of impervious area and flood plain compensation. Offsets from wetland flags to the structure footprint must be added for lot 2. Siltation protection must be added to the plan for the replication area. Motion made by Mr. Graham to close the hearing, Mr. Jendro seconded the motion of Approval with the list of Order of Conditions. Motion passed unanimously.
