Mr. Olson opened the meeting at 7:02 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mrs. Martin to approve the minutes of February 6, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 1400 Broadway Road 145-
Mr. Nick Dufresne from Thompson Farland, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Site Plan dated February 5, 2013 prepared by Thompson Farland, Inc. to construct a funeral parlor, residential unit, parking, associated grading and utilities.  Mr. Dufresne stated that the property originally had a dwelling, garage and pool but there was a fire in the dwelling and the structures were removed.  Mr. Dufresne stated that the property is within the Riverfront Act and also within priority habitat.  Mr. Dufresne stated that the property was flagged in April 2012 using vegetation and soils.  Mr. Dufresne stated that the closest point to the wetland is 37’ from the impervious area.  Mr. Dufresne discussed the Stormwater Management Standards.  Mr. Dufresne stated that they are proposing a 6’ stockade fence around the property which would also be a nice wetland buffer.  Mr. Dufresne discussed the proposed snow storage and stated that it is also shown on the plans.  Mr. Dufresne discussed the topography of the property.  Mr. Graham stated that the distance from the wetland to wetland flag 10 needed to be shown on a revised plan.  Mr. Dufresne discussed the Stormwater narrative and stated that it was included in the filing.  Mr. Dufresne discussed the infiltration basins.  The Board discussed needing the dimensions and square footage of the building, square footage of impervious area and the dimensions from the closest point to the wetland shown on revised plans.  Mrs. Cahill discussed the demolition of the building due to the fire within the 100’ buffer zone.  The Board stated that they would like to see photographs of the current condition of the property before anymore work is completed on the property.  Mrs. Cahill explained that the siltation protection needed to stay within the limit of work.  Mr. Olson discussed the overflow of the detention basin.  Mr. Dufresne stated that soil testing was completed on the property.  Mrs. Martin discussed the northerly detention area.  Mr. Dufresne stated that they would have the haybales staked before any work on the property is started and they would also add high visibility fencing.  Mr. Dufresne stated that they have not heard from Natural Heritage and the soil logs are part of the filing.  Mr. Dufresne stated that he would also add the high visibility fencing along the northerly detention area to the plan.
Motion made by Mr. Jendro to continue the public hearing until March 6, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Continuation of Notice of Intent/ 780 Nashua Road 145-926
Mr. Olson read the letter from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. dated February 19, 2013 requesting a continuance until the March 6, 2013 meeting.
Motion made by Mr. Graham to continue the public hearing until March 6, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for a Partial Certificate of Compliance/ 5 Dylan Drive 145-337

Mrs. Cahill stated that she does not recommend approval of this Partial Certificate of Compliance.  Mrs. Cahill stated that there has been 1,000 square feet of wetland filling and the dwelling was constructed 25’ closer to the wetland.  Mr. Olson read the letter from Hayes Engineering, Inc. dated January 30, 2013 accompanied by a plan titled Topographic Plan dated January 28, 2013 prepared by Hayes Engineering, Inc. and a plan titled Plan of Land dated March 10, 1997 prepared by Robert M. Gill & Associates, Inc.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she has spoken with the Engineer and discussed filing a new Notice of Intent.  The Board discussed looking at the wetland and discussed the wetland possibly being restored.  The Board discussed the topography of the property and the wetland filling.  The Board agreed to deny the Partial Certificate of Compliance request and instructed Mrs. Cahill to send the new homeowner an Enforcement Order for wetland replication under a new Notice of Intent filing.  The Board agreed to look at the wetland when the weather changes to see exactly how much of wetland was disturbed.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she would send the new homeowners a letter asking them to meet with her to discuss the issues on the property.
Motion made by Mr. Jendro to Deny the Partial Certificate of Compliance request as the impact to the wetland will require wetland replication.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.

New Business:
* New Conservation Commission Member – Mr. Graham stated that he spoke with a gentleman who is a wetland scientist who has shown interest in sitting on the Commission.  Mr. Graham stated that he told him to come to the Conservation Department and speak with the Conservation Agent.
Motion made by Mrs. Martin to adjourn the meeting.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.
