Mr. Parent opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

Community Input: No one signed in under Community Input.
Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Gantz to accept the minutes of January 7, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Roy.  Motion passed unanimously.

Correspondence:

* Mr. Parent discussed the memo dated January 8, 2013 to the Community Preservation Committee (CPC) regarding the list of priority facilities and fields.
* Mr. Parent discussed the email to Ann Vandal dated January 8, 2013 and letter from Ann Vandal dated January 11, 2013 regarding expenditures from the Recreation Revolving Fund.

* Mr. Parent discussed the email dated January 17, 2013 from Glen Edwards regarding the Community Preservation Act (CPA) prohibition on using CPA funds on gymnasiums or similar structures.

* Mr. Parent discussed the letter dated January 21, 2013 from Michael Sancartier, Dracut Soccer Association, regarding the serious drainage issues on the soccer fields at Veteran’s Memorial Park.

The Commission discussed the drainage issues on all of the fields at Veteran’s Memorial Park.
Motion made by Mr. Desmarais to add the Dracut Soccer Association letter dated January 21, 2013 including the drainage issues on all of the fields at Veteran’s Memorial Park to the list of priority facilities and fields to the Community Preservation Committee.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mallahan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Malonis discussed the CPC looking for a preliminary list of priority facilities and fields but the CPC would still need estimates for the work included in the list from the individual sports groups.  Mr. Malonis discussed field houses and turf not being able to be funded by the CPC.

The Commission discussed where to include the drain issues at Veteran’s Memorial Park on the priority list to the CPC.  The Commission discussed the priority list to the CPC.

Motion made by Mr. Talbot to have the drainage issues at Veteran’s Memorial Park be listed on the priority list to the Community Preservation Committee as priority #5.  Motion seconded by Mr. Desmarais.  Motion passed unanimously.

Action Items:

* Prepare list of small items to be possibly paid for by the Town – Mr. Parent discussed having each individual sports groups put in purchase orders for the supplies and equipment they need and see if the Town Manager will approve them.
Boys Basketball:

Mr. Gantz discussed an issue they have had with a coach receiving two technical fouls and the coach has been suspended for one game.  Mr. Gantz discussed handing out a copy of the Code of Conduct to all parents when coming into the building during the playoff games.  Mr. Gantz stated that the Adult League is going very well and the High School League registrations are going on now.  Mr. Gantz discussed possibly not having a Spring Coed Basketball League as there is no one interested in running the program.
Mr. Malonis left the meeting at 7:26 p.m.

Girls Basketball:

Mr. Parent discussed some minor issues with parent and coach involvement.  Mr. Parent stated that Mr. Braley is currently receiving quotes for the rims and adjustable poles for the Dillon McAnespie basketball courts.  Mr. Parent stated that they would have the rims and adjustable poles delivered in April.  Mr. Parent asked if the Department of Public Works would be able to complete the installation of the poles and rims even though spring in near and they will be working on the fields for the baseball and softball seasons?
Baseball: 

Mr. Talbot stated that the baseball registrations are going on now.  Mr. Talbot discussed them having a coach appealing his suspension with the Dracut Baseball Association at their next meeting.  Mr. Talbot stated that the Dracut Baseball Association Comedy Night is scheduled for March 2, 2013.
Softball: 

Mr. Roy stated that the softball registrations are going on now.  Mr. Roy stated that they would be having a Girl’s Softball Association Board meeting soon.
Skiing: 

Mrs. Mitton-Talbot stated that this Friday night is the last night for the Skiing/Snowboarding Program.  Mrs. Mitton-Talbot stated that the numbers are down in classes and in the rentals.   Mrs. Mitton-Talbot stated that the Bradford Dracut Appreciation Night will be held on March 1, 2013 and the tickets would be $10.00 each.
