Mr. Olson opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve the minutes of January 16, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Motion made by Mr. Graham to nominate Elizabeth Martin as Vice Chairperson for the Conservation Commission.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 592 Merrimack Ave 145-928
Mr. Bill McCloud from Andover Consultants, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Site Plan – Existing Conditions dated January 9, 2013 prepared by Andover Consultants, Inc. to construct a coffee shop, drive thru window, associated grading and utilities.  Mr. McCloud stated that they have been in front of the Zoning Board of Appeals and they did reduce the scope of the project.  Mr. McCloud stated that the project has had a departmental review meeting and Mass Highway has reviewed the drainage and they have issued a permit to connect the drainage to Rte. 110.  Mr. McCloud stated that this project is within the Riverfront Act and the alternatives analysis is included in the Notice of Intent.  Mr. McCloud stated that the DEP had no negative comments.  Mr. McCloud stated that customers would be entering and exiting the site from Rte. 110.  Mr. McCloud stated that the snow storage is shown on the plans and if needed, the snow would be removed off site.  Mr. McCloud discussed the infiltration basin, catch basins and overflow.  Mr. Olson stated that the detail of the drywell structures needed to be shown on revised plans.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue an Order of Conditions with the following conditions:

1. Revised plans to show detail of the drywell structures
2. Certified foundation plan

3. No additional structures, filling and grading within the 50’ buffer zone

Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.

Continuation of Notice of Intent/ 18 Kelley Road 145-925
Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented revised plans titled “Definitive Open Space Subdivision Plan” dated January 22, 2013 prepared by Village Surveying.  Mr. Olson read the letter from the Town Engineer dated February 5, 2013 stating that the Planning Board has voted to allow a peer review of the drainage calculations for the project.  Ms. Hanley stated that this project has not been in front of the Planning Board.  Mr. Olson stated that the Commission would like the drainage calculations reviewed for the project.  Ms. Hanley stated that they removed sections of the existing 24” CMP and installed an energy dissipater at the outlet, added the dimensions from the dwellings to the wetlands and revised the TSS calculations sheets per the DEP’s comments.  Ms. Hanley stated that the applicant is aware and will provide either a 401 Water Quality Certification or deed restrictions per the DEP’s comments.  Ms. Hanley stated that a letter was provided by Norse Environmental Services, Inc. dated February 5, 2013 listing the lots that are not located within the 100’ buffer zone.  Mr. Olson discussed pulling back the existing drains.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to continue the public hearing until March 6, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.

Continuation of Notice of Intent/ 780 Nashua Road 145-926
Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented revised plans titled Definitive Site Plan of Land dated January 14, 2013 prepared by Village Surveying.  Ms. Hanley stated that the Town Engineer has reviewed the drainage and they will need to address his comments.  Ms. Hanley discussed the turtle signage around the nesting areas and stated that the pump station has been eliminated so they will not be crossing the wetland with a sewer line.  Ms. Hanley stated that each unit will have individual sewer pumps with twenty four hour storage.  Mr. Olson discussed having outside plugs for the individual pumps so a portable generator could pump the system in case of a power outage.  Ms. Hanley stated that they would provide engineering and maintenance details for the individual sewer pumps.  Ms. Hanley stated that they have revised the entrance way into Mascuppic Path.  Ms. Hanley discussed the forebays on the Maple Street side of the project.  Ms. Hanley stated that they added the dimensions from the wetland to the dwelling on units 8, 9, 26, 27, 28, 29, 32 and 15.  Ms. Hanley stated that she provided a letter listing the lots that are not included in this Notice of Intent filing.  Ms. Hanley addressed the DEP’s comments and stated that they would address the snow storage areas at the next meeting.  Mr. Ken Moge, 1 Maple Street, asked how the sewer systems would be handled?  Mr. Moge stated that they are already having sewer issues on Linden Street and the current sewerage has to be pumped up and over the hill on Maple Street.  Ms. Hanley stated that the engineer would be available at the next meeting to discuss the proposed individual sewer pumps.  Mr. Moge discussed the proposed snow storage area on Maple Street and discussed the snow storage area already used by the Department of Public Works.  Mr. Brian Moge, 1 Maple Street, discussed the turtles already being forced onto the roadway and being hit by cars.  Ms. Hanley stated that they will have silt fence protection during construction and they will be constructing nesting areas for the turtles.  Ms. Jean Hoffman, 21 Linden Street, discussed the stormwater and run-off back up problems on her property already and stated that she did not want anymore water on her property.  Ms. Hanley discussed the proposed forebays and detention ponds for the project.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to continue the public hearing until February 20, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Dristiliaris.  Motion passed unanimously.
Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 6 Bailey Road 145-434
Mr. Olson read the letter provided to the Board from Benjamin C. Osgood, Jr., P.E. dated January 25, 2013 with plans titled Septic System As-Built Plan dated January 25, 2013 prepared by Benjamin C. Osgood, Jr., P.E.  The letter stated the work has been completed in conformance with the Order of Conditions.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.

Old Business:

* ZBA Sub-Committee – Mr. Jendro stated that the Sub-Committee has a lot on their plate and the Conservation Commission issues are on their agenda.  Mr. Jendro stated that as of right now, an applicant needs to provide a conventional plan first then amend the filing with an open space plan.  Mr. Jendro discussed receiving better quality open space plans with designs, etc.  Mr. Jendro stated that the Sub-Committee will make progress but it may be done in piece mail.  Mr. Jendro discussed possible open space guideline changes and asked if anyone had any ideas to please email them to him.
New Business:
* Conflict of Interest Law/State Ethics Commission exam has to be completed by all Board members by April 5, 2013.

* Hildreth St – The Board discussed the cutting of trees on a property on Hildreth Street after the new house being framed.  The property is near the house with the pond in front of it.
