Opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve the minutes of November 20, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Public Hearing/Order of Conditions/25 Richardson Ave:

Mr. Steven Eriksen from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the board and presented plans for the demolition and replacement of 25 Richardson Avenue a dead end street. Mr. Erikson informed the board the new dwelling will be 33.8 feet away from wetlands and will be equivalent to what is there now. Mrs. Martin had concerns about how much clearing would be done. Mr. Eriksen replied there would be no additional clearing. Mr. Olson had concerns about debris where it would be going. Mr. Erikson replied that there would be a dumpster on site. Lisa Bisson at 25 Sixth Street who owns 35 Richardson Avenue has concerns about the end of Richardson Avenue in regards to plowing and getting closer to the wetlands.  Mrs. Bisson is concerned about the wetlands being protected from this project. Mr. Graham wanted to know about the trees in the area and Mr. Erikson stated there elm trees and there has been no impact on plowing. Mr. Erikson said Aho Surveying did a property line survey and will steak out the property line. Mr. Olson wanted to know where the dumpster was going to be and wants the wetlands to be protected and would like to have the dumpster in the driveway.  Mrs. Cahill wanted to know if Mrs. Bisson is thinking long term affects from this project. Mrs. Bisson is concerned about lawn sprays and Mr. Erikson responded with the State has guidelines for those types of concerns not the responsibility of the Conservation Commission. Mrs. Cahill suggested to Mr. Olson that there could be conditions for lawn to be inside the siltation protection. Mr. Hassan asked Mr. Erikson about the water line if it would be replaced and it will be replaced. Mr. Graham wants to see from Mr. Erikson flag 9A to the house and the corner of the patio wants the house to be built per plan and no further development 50 feet from the wetland. Mrs. Bisson is concerned where the hay bales and silk fence would be going? Mrs. Cahill responded with along the property line. Maureen Gerrish from 5 Sixth Street spoke and wants this project to go forward. Motion made by Mr. Graham and seconded by Mr. Hassan to close the public hearing. Motion passed unanimously. Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue and Order of Conditions with the following conditions: Dumpster should be placed in the driveway, no further building within 50 feet of the wetlands. Permanent marker at 9A distance from the corner of the the house and patio to 9A. Hay bales and silt fence should be used. Certified Foundation Plan.
Motion made by Mr. Olson to close the public hearing. Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan to issue an Order of Conditions with the following conditions

Continuation of Notice of Intent/Sewer Contract Colburn Ave & Winter Hill Dr:

Ms. Kate Bierdon from CDM Smith, Inc.  In reference to last meeting 3 main pipes all meet at the manhole. Ms. Bierdon assured the board that the new pump could handle the flow. Mr. Olson is requesting pump size to make sure it can handle the flow. The board also requested a graded plan is needed for the next meeting on February 05, 2014.
Motion made by Mr. Olson to continue the public hearing February 05, 2014. Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.
Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 28 Shore Drive 145-533

Mr. Eriksen from Norse Environmental Services has added the stone wall to the plan as requested by the board. 
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance motion seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.
Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 91 Mill Street 145-931
Mrs. Cahill did a site visit and stated it looks very good and recommends issuing a Certificate of compliance.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance motion seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Erikson assured the board that the new wall built with concrete is better than the existing wall and that there has been no impact to wetlands.
Motion made by Mr. Olson to issue a Certificate of Compliance motion seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed 4 to 1. Mr. Jendro opposed.
