Opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.
Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Olson the minutes of January 7, 2015 to approve the minutes at the February 4, 2015 meeting as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Correspondence: Ms. Cahill informed the board that the Town of Dracut Constable has delivered a letter to 905 Methuen St for a wetlands violation. There has been no response from the homeowner. 
Public Hearing: 401 Broadway Rd Notice of Intent: Mr. Robert Gill of Robert Gill Engineering and Surveying proposed to the Board site grading and access drive improvements for 401 Broadway Rd. Mr. Gill informed the board that the owner Charles Beaulieu is going to open a classic car museum. Mr. Gill informed the board that the building has been cleaned out and power washed. Mr. Gill also let the board know that there will be crushed stone and gravel in the back of the building for Fire Department access. Mr. Gill informed the board that he will be required to come in front of the town for museum codes. Mr. Gill has informed the board that some trees will have to be removed. Mr. Gill has informed the board that the waste water from the car wash will go into a holding tank and will be pumped out by a private service. The owner of the property Mr. Beaulieau that all the holding tanks will have alarms on them to insure no over flow. Motion made by Mr. Jendro to close the meeting. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passes unanimously. Motion made by Mr. Jendro to approve the Notice of Intent with conditions need maintenance plan, no parking on crushed gravel, Catch basin grease trap are retrofitted with a hood, siltation is in place, no additions to the building. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.
Continuation: 341 Broadway Rd Amendment 145-763: Mr. Chester Bartels from Clockwork and Noah Parek from First Dracut Development presented a new plan to the board for 4 buildings with 278 units. The new plan has several retaining walls. Mr. Bartels has informed the board that Natural Heritage has approved the project. The board questioned the changes from the last plan that was presented. Mr. Bartels informed the board that they had just fired there engineer and were not prepared to show all the changes in the new plan. The board requested from Mr. Bartels and Mr. Parek to continue until the February 4, 2015 meeting and to come back with all the changes that were made from the old plan to the new plan. Mr. Jendro let Mr. Bartels know that he wants to see in detail what the changes are. Mr. Olson let Mr. Bartels know that the new plan is an improvement from the previous plan. Motion made by Mr. Graham to continue until February 4, 2015. Seconded by Mr. Jendro. Motion passed unanimously. 

Certificate of Compliance: Veterans Park 145-369: Mr. Foley from Watermark presented to the board the As Built Plan. The original company that had prepared the original plan in 1998 Leavy & Wagner has gone out of business. Mr. Foley let the board know that there were some problems with the surveying lines. Mr. Foley informed the board that he had to recalculate the wetlands and that there are more wetlands on the new plan versus the original plan. Mr. Jendro asked Mr. Foley if the new plan was better than the old plan and Mr.Foley response was that he thought it was. Mr. Foley pointed out that there is an intermittent stream that flows North to South and that there are more wetlands now than on the original plan. Mr. Foley let the board know that Dracut Department of Public Works completed the work at the park very close to the plan and that the park is in compliance. Sue Koufogazos from 22 Blackberry Fields Rd. stated that she has lived at the her property since before the park existed, during the construction and in attendance there today. I am very familiar with all phases of the construction of the park and have followed in closely. My question to Mr. Foley is were you informed by the town of what changes were made? Last year in a selectman’s meeting Mr. Buxton said that DPW had ran out of money during construction and that changes had to me made. Mr. Foley responded with we went by the existing conditions and the approved plan. Ms. Koufogazos then asked In addition there was a sub-division plan on the property were you able to compare the delineated wetlands. Mr. Foleys response was that the Notice of Intent was filed for Arlington Commons however they did not act on it before the Town started the park. Ms. Koufogazos replied with that Arlington Commons received a DEP number so DEP did have some identifiers as far as wetlands that may have helped you with your plan. Mr. Foley responded with we went strictly by the plan we had. Ms. Koufogazos said Mr. Olson I am not an expert in how to proceed with these kinds of things as someone who lives in the area and was monitoring the progress. The swale that is on the map that is being referred to as a minor hydrologic connection, the board referred to it as an intermittent stream. Ms. Koufogazos asked the board if it is still wetlands? In the early phases of construction until it was determined to be removed it was protected with hay bales and I have pictures of that. It clearly shows that it is protected during the construction phase then they hay bales were taken down and there was a significant amount of water there during an average rain storm. Ms. Koufogazos voiced her concerns to the board about the swale not being classified as wetlands. Mr. Jendro response to Ms. Koufogazos that the plan that was presented and approved by the Conservation Board is the correct plan. Ms. Koufogazos has concerns that the swale has not been maintained in 11 years and has pictures of trees and debris which have cause it to be blocked and backed up. It is a mosquito control issue, the swale was cleaned out and the water is running through it like it’s supposed to, you see evidence of that the swale wants to travel how it has for generations. Ms. Koufogazos let the board know that she thought it would have been helpful if she was aware of the changes that had been made and that Mr. Foley would know what he was looking at from the beginning. Ms. Colleen Curley from Montaup Ave spoke about her concerns with the drainage issues of the park that she is getting water in her house and did not have these issues before the park was built. Mr. Jendro said that the board only handles wetland protection. There are drainage issues. We are not the best board to make those decisions that should be between the homeowners and the Town. Mr. Jendro believes the park is in compliance.  Mr. Foley informed the board that there has not been a hydrology study has not been done. Mr. Foley also informed the board that Mr. Steve Erickson did do soil studies. Motion made by Mr. Graham to continue this Certificate of Compliance until March 4, 2015 to have time for Steve Erickson to provide drainage calculations and a soil log. Seconded by Mr. Jendro. Motion passed unanimously.

Old Business: Ms. Cahill informed the board that reminders were mailed out to homeowners to apply for Certificates of Compliance and we have had several positive calls.
