Public Hearing Notice of Intent 52 Avis Av:
Mr. Lania appeared before the board with a Notice of Intent for 52 Avis Ave for a single family home, there are 2 wetland parcels C3-C6 (rear wetland) and A2-A4(front right) were delineated in April. Mr. Lania informed the board that the foundation will be raised with stone and concrete. There is going to be an 80 ft driveway that will be maintained by the homeowner. Karen Phelps from 50 Avis Ave wanted to know how big the lot is and was informed it is 48,000 sq. ft. Joan Clark from 300 Old Marsh Hill Rd wanted to be assured that there will be a steady flow from the stream and that it would not be altered. Mr. Lania informed Mrs. Clark that there would be hay bales so that it would not be altered.  The board had a list of conditions: Data sheets on Wetland delineation will be provided. Add Water and Sewer to plan. Put Square footage of driveway on plan. Infiltration trench for roof run off. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to approve the Order of Conditions. Seconded by Mr. Hassan and a motion to close the public hearing. Seconded by Mr. Jendro. Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing Request of Determination 450 Mammoth Rd:
Mr. Luke DiStefano Senior Project Engineer for Bohler Engineering is requesting a Request of Determination for soil testing. There are going to be 3 test pits. Bohler Engineering is unsure of the size of the test pits until they start, they will be back filling the test sites immediately. The test pits will take one day. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to issue a -3 Request of Determination. Seconded by Mr. Hassan. Mr. Jendro motioned to close the public hearing. Seconded by Ms. Grenier. Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing Notice of Intent 450 Mammoth Rd:

Mr. Luke DiStefano Senior Project Engineer for Bohler Engineering presented a Notice of Intent for a 9100 sq. ft. Dollar General at 450 Nashua Rd with 30 parking spaces. The board was informed there will be water and sewer at the location. Bohler Engineering let the board know that there will be no work done in the wetlands and will be a 100 ft. buffer zone per wetland conditions. Bohler Engineering will be combining 4 lots into 1. Snow storage would be in the back of the building. Bohler Engineering has filed with Natural Heritage. Janice Clark from Hilltop Rd wanted to know if they would be conducting a traffic study and Bohler Engineering said that a traffic study is already being worked on.
Richard Cowan from 12 Greenlawn wanted to know the size of the building and confirm how many parking spots. Bohler Engineering informed him that the building was 9100 sq. ft and there would be 30 parking spaces. Motion made by Mr. Hassan and Seconded by Ms. Grenier to continue until September 3rd.

Mr. Erickson said the replication area they would be asking for a waiver of sidewalks. Mr. Abbott of 44 Draycotte St expressed to the board that he didn’t think that it was a good idea to be crossing the wetlands. The board wants to see a guard rail on the detention pond wall to be shown on the plan. The board requested that drainage calcs be reviewed by the Town Engineer.
