Commissioner’s Present: Victor Olson, James Jendro, John Hassan, Conservation Agent Lori Cahill, and Recording Secretary Shannon Rowe Beaulieu

Commissioner’s Absent: Stephen Graham and Elizabeth Martin
Mr. Olson opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve the Minutes of June 19, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Olson.  Motion passed 2 to 0.  Mr. Jendro abstained from voting.

Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 91 Mill Street 145-

Mr. Robert Carter and Mr. Paul Becht from The H.L. Turner Group, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Retaining Wall Restoration and Details dated January 30, 2013 prepared by The H.L. Turner Group, Inc. proposing to repair and replace a retaining wall.  Mr. Carter stated that the retaining wall was damaged in the Mother’s Day flood in 2006 and a section of the retaining wall washed out.  Mr. Carter showed the Board pictures of the erosion of the foundation on the garage section of the property.  Mr. Carter stated that they would use reinforced concrete to reconstruct the area washed away to reinforce the structure.  Mr. Carter stated that the Building Inspector in concerned with the construction happening in the floodway.  Mr. Carter discussed the wall being outside of the floodway and floodplain.  Mr. Carter discussed the three areas of rock anchors being used during construction.  Mr. Carter stated that the area slopes southerly and discussed Stormwater Management.  Mr. Carter stated that a temporary dam would be needed to complete the proposed work and the work will take place in the low flood periods.  Mrs. Cahill stated that under the Zoning By-Law, the Building Inspector can not issue a permit for this proposed work.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the Building Inspector is waiting to find out if the Army Corps of Engineers approval “trumps” the Zoning By-Law.  Mr. Becht stated that the analysis proved that the proposed work is not affecting the floodway.  Mr. Olson discussed the foundation and asked if the garage was removed would the retaining wall be self supporting?  Mr. Becht stated yes, it would be self supporting and discussed the layout of the anchors.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the proposed work made need a Zoning Board of Appeals variance.  The Board discussed this being a safety issue and discussed the dewatering process that would be used during construction.  The Board requested documentation on the silt sack size and Mr. Olson discussed the drilling of dowel’s and stated that they don’t want the dust in the water way.  The Board requested the dimensions of the copper dam and stated that all equipment is to be removed from the work site during inclement weather.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to continue the public hearing until August 21, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing/Amendment to an Existing Order of Conditions/ 18 Natures Way 145-732

Mr. Tim Wilson, the applicant’s representative, appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Plan of Land dated May 20, 2013 prepared by Village Surveying requesting to revise the plans.  Mrs. Cahill explained that the applicant was in front of the Board at their last meeting and stated that an Amendment to the Existing Order of Conditions was needed for the proposed work.  Mr. Olson read the letter dated July 1, 2013 from Peter Pappas explaining the proposed changes.  The letter stated the sewage disposal system has been eliminated and replaced with an individual low pressure sewer pump system, loam and seed is proposed in the areas previously cleared and reserved for the disposal system, decreased house size and moved further away from wetland boundary, relocated proposed well, replaced forebay with sediment and oil separator tank and placed bituminous berm along Northeast side of driveway to direct runoff to oil separator tank, decreased grading around house and homeowner to be responsible for proper maintenance and function of oil separator tank as needed.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Hassan to Amend the Existing Order of Conditions with the following conditions:

1. Replication area must be completed before any additional work is completed

2. No additional structures, grading and filling within the 50’ buffer zone

3. Certified foundation plan

4. Per plans dated May 20, 2013

Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.

Continuation of Notice of Resource Area Delineation/ 401 Broadway Rd 145-
Mrs. Cahill stated that Mr. Ken Lania from Cornerstone Land Consultants has requested a continuance until the next public hearing.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the abutters were not notified of the public hearing.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the abutters would be notified and the public hearing would be re-advertised.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to continue the public hearing until August 21, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.

Continuation of Notice of Resource Area Delineation/ 200 Loon Hill Rd 145-

Mrs. Cahill stated that Mr. Ken Lania from Cornerstone Land Consultants has requested a continuance until the next public hearing.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the abutters were not notified of the public hearing.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the abutters would be notified and the public hearing would be re-advertised.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to continue the public hearing until August 21, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for a Partial Certificate of Compliance/ 67 Hidden Road 145-175

Mrs. Cahill stated that 67 Hidden Road was included in the filing of the subdivision and the property is not within 100’ of the wetlands.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Partial Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 1288 Merrimack Ave 145-902
Mr. Olson read the letter provided to the Board dated July 8, 2013 from Cuoco & Cormier Engineering Associates, Inc. stating that the work performs under the Order of Conditions except the existing driveway was removed and the proposed house was not built.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she recommends approval.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 1310 Merrimack Ave 145-903

Mr. Olson read the letter provided to the Board dated July 8, 2013 from Cuoco & Cormier Engineering Associates, Inc. stating that the work performs under the Order of Conditions except the porch on the existing garage and the walk to the left corner of the house were removed and a new deck was added to the house.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she recommends approval.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 1320 Merrimack Ave 145-904
Mr. Olson read the letter provided to the Board dated July 8, 2013 from Cuoco & Cormier Engineering Associates, Inc. stating that the work performs under the Order of Conditions except the existing driveway was removed and the proposed house was not built.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she recommends approval.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.
Old Business:

* Mr. Jendro asked about the status of the Order of Conditions for the walkway at St. Francis Church?  Mrs. Cahill stated that she received an email from the applicant stating that the proposed work was being put off.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she would review the DEP’s Superceeding Order of Conditions.
New Business:
* Mr. Richard Strunk, 24 Shore Drive, appeared before the Board to discuss his neighbor at 28 Shore Drive.  Mr. Olson explained to Mr. Strunk that he would need to be placed on an agenda before any discussion could ensue.  Mrs. Cahill discussed the partially built concrete wall at 28 Shore Drive that Mr. Strunk has an issue with.  Mrs. Cahill explained that there was an Order of Conditions for the work at 28 Shore Drive but the homeowner needs to receive a Certificate of Compliance before any new work is completed on the property.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she has been in contact with the homeowner of 28 Shore Drive.
