Mr. Parent opened the meeting at 7:32 p.m.

Community Input: No one signed in under Community Input.
Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Talbot to accept the Minutes of April 8, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mallahan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Mr. Talbot to accept the Skateboard Park Sub-Committee Minutes of April 8, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mallahan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Review of Financial Accounts: 
Mrs. Cahill discussed the revolving account balances and the monies being carried over for Fiscal Year 2014.  Mrs. Cahill stated that all purchase orders needed to be in by June 19, 2013.
Motion made by Mr. Braley to accept the Financial Reports as presented.  Motion seconded by Mr. Gantz.  Motion passed unanimously.

Correspondence:

* Mrs. Cahill reviewed the email sent to Christine Mousseau dated April 16, 2013 stating that Jacob Coupal will not be able to participate in the Dracut Recreation Baseball program as he is not a resident of Dracut.
* Mrs. Cahill reviewed the email from Mike Parent to the Recreation Commission dated April 16, 2013 stating that all projects were approved at the CPC meeting.

* Mrs. Cahill reviewed the letter from Charlie Braley dated April 19, 2013 stating that he will continue to be the President of Dracut Girl’s Basketball.

* Mrs. Cahill reviewed the email from Linda Wright dated April 29, 2013 discussing the concerns raised about the year end cash balance.  Mrs. Cahill discussed the free lunch program and stated that the registrations are about 15% for each program.
Action Items:

* Community Preservation Committee (CPC) Update – Mr. Malonis stated that the CPC does not have the authority to disburse the money approved by Town Meeting.  Mr. Malonis stated that Andy Graham would be coordinating the process and acting as the Project Manager for the school projects.  Mr. Malonis stated that the CPC wants to meet with Mr. Graham, Mrs. Cahill, Mr. Edwards and Mr. Piendak as soon as possible to get the RFP’s on track.  Mr. Malonis stated that the CPC would discuss how to coordinate with Baseball and Softball.  Mr. Malonis stated that the CPC is ready to go but they don’t know how Mr. Piendak will proceed.  Mr. Malonis stated that Intervale Field will not be completed this year as they have some issues to resolve with that field.  Mr. Malonis stated that he would stay in contact with the Board via email throughout the summer regarding the projects.  Mrs. Cahill stated that a Sub-Committee would be created for the big projects and the members of the Sub-Committee would be a CPC member, Mr. Buxton, Mr. Piendak, Mr. Hamel and herself.  Mr. Talbot stated that he asked Mr. Piendak if he could be appointed to the Sub-Committee.  Mr. Parent asked Mr. Malonis to give the Board monthly updates via email on the CPC projects.
Boys Basketball:

Mr. Gantz provided the Board with the preliminary Boy’s Summer Basketball budget.  Mr. Gantz discussed the preliminary budget, scheduling and free lunch registrations.
Motion made by Mr. Braley to accept the preliminary Boy’s Summer Basketball budget.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mallahan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Gantz provided the Board with the preliminary Adult Summer Basketball budget.  Mr. Gantz stated that they are projecting having six teams, discussed the preliminary budget and asked to have registration starting right away until June 28, 2013.  Mr. Gantz stated that the Adult Summer League would play at Dillon McAnespie on Sunday mornings.

Motion made by Mr. Braley to accept the preliminary Adult Summer Basketball budget.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mallahan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Girls Basketball:

Mr. Braley provided the Board with the preliminary Girl’s Summer Basketball budget.  Mr. Braley discussed possibly raising fees next season.  Mr. Braley discussed the need for a Police detail the first couple of nights and discussed the kids playing at the courts from the neighborhood.  Mr. Braley discussed the courts not being a family friendly environment and stated that the detail would be needed starting at 5:30 p.m. through most of the evening.  Mr. Braley stated that the teams for the Junior and Senior leagues have been made and June 17th and 19th will be clinic nights.  Mrs. Cahill stated that portables will be delivered and installed on Thursday.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the Dillon McAnespie bathrooms are open.
Motion made by Mr. Gantz to accept the preliminary Girl’s Summer Basketball budget.  Motion seconded by Mr. Roy.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Braley discussed the sign ups for Girl’s Winter Travel starting in June and discussed placing the sign up information on the website, newspaper, emails, etc.  Mr. Braley discussed Jeff Marquez possibly not coaching the 8th grade Travel team his upcoming season and stated that they would be looking for Travel coaches.
Motion made by Mr. Braley to reopen the discussion regarding Janet Marquez’s one-year suspension from Girl’s Travel Basketball.  Motion seconded by Mr. Talbot.  Under Discussion:

Mr. Braley discussed the events that led to Mrs. Marquez’s one-year suspension, discussed her husband not coaching for the upcoming season due to the suspension and possibly overturning her suspension.  Mr. Talbot stated that Mrs. Marquez deserved the one-year suspension and asked if they were thinking about overturning her suspension because they are looking for coaches?  Mr. Roy stated that Mr. Braley needs to reopen this with the Girl’s Basketball Board first, then come back to the Recreation Commission with the Girl’s Basketball Board’s decision.  Mrs. Cahill stated the Board and Attorney Hall spent a lot of time regarding the suspension.

Mr. Braley and Mr. Talbot rescinded their previous motions.

Motion made by Mr. Talbot for Mr. Braley to reopen the discussion regarding Janet Marquez’s one-year suspension with Girl’s Basketball Board and come back to the Recreation Commission with the Girl’s Basketball Board’s decision.  Motion seconded by Mr. Malonis.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Mallahan left the meeting at 8:34 p.m.
Baseball: 

Mr. Talbot stated that he would work with Andy Graham on the Hovey Field CPC project and discussed the mowing of the fields.  Mrs. Cahill stated she forwarded Mr. Talbot’s email to Mr. Buxton regarding the mowing of the fields.  Mr. Talbot stated that there is a hole in the left field at Dillon McAnespie.  Mr. Talbot provided the Board with the Fall Baseball preliminary budget.  Mr. Talbot stated that they have eliminated the Babe Ruth League for the Fall due to lack of registrations last Fall season.  Mr. Talbot discussed the preliminary budget and stated that the Fall season would start after Labor Day for six weeks and they would just be playing on Sunday’s.

Motion made by Mr. Talbot to accept the preliminary Fall Baseball budget.  Motion seconded by Mr. Roy.  Motion passed unanimously.

Softball: 

Mr. Roy stated that all is going well, they are in the playoffs right now and the activities night went well.  Mr. Roy discussed the quote for $5,800 from Roy Fencing for the backstop at Roy Field and for the backstop at the Minor League Field.  Mrs. Cahill stated that they needed to get three quotes for the fencing.  Mr. Roy stated that this would be his last Recreation Commission meeting as Steve Gomes will be the new President Elect for Softball.  Mr. Parent and the Board thanked Mr. Roy for all of his hard work and dedication throughout the years.
Motion made by Mr. Braley to recommend to Mr. Piendak that Mr. Steve Gomes be appointed to the Recreation Commission as the Girl’s Softball President.  Motion seconded by Mr. Kennedy.  Motion passed unanimously.

Skiing: 

Mrs. Mitton-Talbot stated that the Skiing/Snowboarding program is overbudget due to the free lunch registrations.
NFL Flag Football:
Mrs. Cahill stated that the NFL Flag Football fliers will be distributed to the Schools tomorrow.
Wrestling:

Mr. Desmarais was absent for the meeting.
New Business: 

* DPW Fields – Mrs. Cahill stated that in September 2012 the Board discussed the use of the DPW fields and the Board agreed they didn’t want to spend money on the Fields.  Mrs. Cahill stated that Mr. Piendak has questioned why the Recreation Commission didn’t abandon the use of the fields.  Mrs. Cahill stated that Mr. Piendak discussed the DPW fields being a good place for Pop Warner Football.  Mr. Talbot stated that he was always under the assumption that the DPW fields could not be used.  Mr. Talbot stated that they could use the fields for a 90’ Diamond.  Mr. Talbot discussed the conditions of the second field and Mrs. Cahill stated that the second field could not be used because it is not capped.  Mr. Malonis stated that he would speak to Pop Warner Football about the DPW fields.  Mr. Talbot stated that Baseball would have no use for the DPW fields if a 90’ Diamond could not be constructed.
Old Business:

Motion made by Mrs. Mitton-Talbot to adjourn the meeting.  Motion seconded by Mr. Roy. Motion passed unanimously.
