Mr. Olson opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mrs. Martin to approve the Minutes of May 15, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Motion made by Mrs. Martin to take 401 Broadway Road & 200 Loon Hill Road out of order.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing/Notice of Resource Area Delineation/ 401 Broadway Road 145-
Mr. Olson read the letter provided to the Board from Cornerstone Land Consultants, Inc. dated June 18, 2013 requesting a continuance until the next public hearing.
Motion made by Mrs. Martin to continue the public hearing until July 17, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Public Hearing/Notice of Resource Area Delineation/ 200 Loon Hill Road 145-

Mr. Olson read the letter provided to the Board from Cornerstone Land Consultants, Inc. dated June 18, 2013 requesting a continuance until the next public hearing.

Motion made by Mrs. Martin to continue the public hearing until July 17, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public Hearing/Request for Determination of Applicability/ 71 Pelczar Road

Ms. Michelle Tang, the applicant, appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Conservation Plan dated April 22, 2013 prepared by Aho Surveying to construct an addition, deck, above ground pool, widen driveway and drainage.  Ms. Tang stated that the addition would be 28’ x 28’ and they would need to remove the existing deck and pool.  Ms. Tang stated that a new deck and smaller pool would be constructed along with the addition.  Ms. Tang stated that the addition would be in the front of the existing deck with a full basement under.  Ms. Tang stated that all spoils would be removed off site.  Ms. Tang stated that the deck would be on sonar tubes and the erosion controls are shown on the plan.

Public Hearing/Request for Determination of Applicability/ 346 Salem Road
Mr. & Mrs. Stephen Phair, the applicants, appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Conservation Plan dated June 2, 2013 prepared by Aho Surveying to construct a deck.  Mr. Phair stated that the proposed deck is 8’ x 8’.  Mr. Phair explained that right now there is an existing porch with sliding doors with a one foot drop.  Mr. Phair stated that the deck would be constructed on two hand dug sonar tubes.

Mr. Mark Hamel, Town Engineer, appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Construction Plan dated June 5, 2013 prepared by MDM Transportation Consultants, Inc. to provide stormwater drainage.  Mr. Hamel stated that this project will provide drainage improvements near the Parker Avenue Bridge which is part of the sidewalk project.  Mr. Hamel discussed the current drainage, catch basin, deep sump, proposed forebay and stated that the work will only take a few days to complete.  Mr. Hamel stated that the sidewalk project will be filed for later, they want to complete this work first.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Negative 3 Determination with the following conditions:

Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mrs. Martin to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public Hearing/Request for Determination of Applicability/ Hildreth Street
Mr. Mark Hamel, Town Engineer, appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Hildreth Street Culver Replacement dated June 2013 prepared by Mark J. Hamel proposing to replace existing culvert.  Mr. Hamel discussed replacing the culvert and the present condition of the existing culvert.  Mr. Hamel stated that the culvert would be replaced during no flow periods and discussed rebuilding the headwalls.  Mr. Hamel stated that this is a pro-active measure and the work would be completed in August/September.

Motion made by Mrs. Martin to issue a Negative 3 Determination with the following conditions:

Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 15 Mercier St 145-893

Mr. Olson reviewed the plans titled As-Built Conservation Plan dated December 11, 2012 prepared by Mr. Ronald Close and Mr. Leo White.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she recommends approval for the Certificate of Compliance.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Partial Certificate of Compliance/ 127 Autumn Rd 145-410

Mr. Richard Kaminski from Richard F. Kaminski & Associates, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Request for Partial Certificate of Compliance, Lot 23 Autumn Rd dated May 23, 2013 prepared by Richard F. Kaminski & Associates, Inc.  Mr. Kaminski discussed the history of the lot and stated that the only work completed under this Order for this property was the clearing of part of the lot and the stockpiling of soil material.  Mr. Kaminski stated that the dwelling was built on Lot 22 and nothing was built on Lot 23.  Mrs. Cahill recommended approval for this Partial Certificate of Compliance.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issues a Partial Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 121 & 127 Autumn Rd 145-704

Mr. Richard Kaminski from Richard F. Kaminski & Associates, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans title Request for Partial Certificate of Compliance, Lot 22 Autumn Rd dated May 23, 2013 prepared by Richard F. Kaminski & Associates, Inc.  Mr. Kaminski discussed the history of the lot.  Mrs. Cahill recommended approval for this Certificate of Compliance.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Certificate of Compliance/ 200 Loon Hill Rd 145-464
Mr. Olson reviewed the plans titled Site Plan dated May 29, 2013 prepared by Cornerstone Land Consultants, Inc. Mrs. Cahill stated that she recommends either a continuance until the next meeting for approval for the Certificate of Compliance.  The Board reviewed the plans and discussed the area being stabilized.
Motion made by Mrs. Martin to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Insignificant Change/ 8 Natures Way 145-715
Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Plan of Land dated May 20, 2013 prepared by Village Surveying.  Ms. Hanley stated that they are moving the dwelling closer to the roadway and further away from the wetland, connecting to Town Sewer which removes the need for a septic system and proposing less grading.  Ms. Hanley stated that the dwelling is 69’ from its closest point to the wetland.  
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue an Insignificant Change.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.
Request for Insignificant Change/ 18 Natures Way 145-732
Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Plan of Land dated May 20, 2013 prepared by Village Surveying.  Ms. Hanley stated that they would be eliminating the septic system and the driveway and dwelling size has been made smaller.  Ms. Hanley stated that the well has been relocated close to the dwelling and discussed the Cape Cod berm instead of the forebay.  Ms. Hanley stated that they have reduced the grading and have eliminated the retaining wall.  Mr. Olson discussed the maintenance of the oil sediment trap.  Ms. Hanley discussed the maintenance program with the new homeowner.  Mr. Olson stated that the oil sediment trap should be inspected every five years with a report submitted to the Conservation Agent.  Mrs. Cahill discussed the need for an Amendment to the existing Order of Conditions due to the Board wanting to add special conditions.  Ms. Hanley discussed adding special conditions to the plan on record.  Mr. Olson stated that the Order of Conditions gets attached to the deed not the recorded plans.  The Board agreed that an Amendment to the existing Order of Conditions is needed for the proposed changes.  Ms. Hanley discussed the Board wanting a maintenance plan for the oil sediment trap and the Board being o.k. with the other revisions.  

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to deny an Insignificant Change.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for Insignificant Change/ 24 Natures Way 145-731
Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Plan of Land dated June 11, 2013 prepared by Village Surveying.  Ms. Hanley stated that they have eliminated the septic system, the driveway and dwelling have been made smaller, they have relocated the well closer to the dwelling and they have relocated the forebay 10’ further from the wetland which has reduced the grading.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue an Insignificant Change.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.
