Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Ms. Grenier to approve the minutes of May 20, 2015 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public Hearing: Request for Determination: 100 Clement Rd.: Mr. Steve Erickson from Norse Environmental proposed to the board a plan for 100 Clement Rd. To grade within the 100ft buffer zone to bordering vegetated wetlands for the construction of a single family home. Mr. Erickson informed the board that the property is slightly sloped and will have no impact on the wetlands. Ms. Grenier made a motion to issue a Negative 3 Determination. Seconded by Mr. Jendro. Motion passed unanimously. Mr. Jendro made a motion to close the public hearing. Seconded by Mr. Jendro. Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing: Notice of Intent Lot 98 Sycamore Dr 145-980: Mr. Tom Tavener came to the board with 5 lots on Sycamore Dr at Meadow Creek. Mr. Tavener let the board know that the original owner flagged the wetlands between 1999-2000. Mr. Jendro was uneasy at looking at 14 year old plans. Mr. Tavener did supply plans on every filing but was unaware of the need of a larger plan for the board. Ms. Grenier felt that it has been a long time since the wetlands have been flagged and asked Mr. Tavener to have them reflagged. Mr. Tavener stated that other single family lots had used the original wetland line, Mr. Jendro made a motion to Continue 98 Sycamore and to table the next four addresses at lot 102-1 Sycamore, Lot 99 Sycamore Dr, Lot 100 Sycamore Dr, Lot 101-1 Sycamore Dr until all the wetlands have been flagged. Mr. Graham seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing: Notice of Intent: 401 Broadway Rd 145-968: Mr. Matt Hamor presented to the board the plans for 401 Broadway to become a car museum. Mr. Hammor has been speaking with Pam Merrill at DEP and under her direction was not to refile and reopen the public hearing. Mr. Hammor has notified the abutters. Mr. Graham had concerns about fluids from the cars being in the building. The board was informed that any fluids from the inside would go into holding tanks and be emptied and taken off site. Ms. Cahill expressed concerns about snow plowing and informed the owner and the board that this past year the snow was pushed into the wetlands and wants to have snow storage marked on the plan. Mr. Hamor has let the board know that they are waiting on a letter from Natural Heritage. Mr. Hamor let the board know that they are following storm water standards. Mr. Olson wants to have Mr. Hamor add to the plan the drainage catch basin. Mr. Hamor let the board know that the Fire Dept has approved the access road to the back of the building. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to continue until June 17th. Seconded by Mr. Graham.
Continuance: 1102 Methuen St, 70 &100 Pelczar Rd 145-955: Mr. Chuck Scott from CFS Engineering representing Navin Patel Prime Group. Mr. Scott presented the open space plan, which included the drainage, both cul-de-sacs and 11 lots. Mr. Scott said that he will file Notice of Intents for each lot that requires one. Mr. Scott said the access road will be gravel and not paved. All proposed lots are outside the riverfront area. Mr. Scott let the board know that he is waiting for a letter from Natural Heritage. Ms. Grenier made a motion to continue until July 15, 2015. Seconded by Mr. Graham.
Continuance: 200 Loon Hill Rd Lot 1 & 2 145-973 145-972: Mr. Ken Lania from Cornerstone Land Consultants addressed the DEP comments. Mr. Lania informed the board that the new flood map is effective for September 24, 2015 and this lot would not fall under the new plan. Mr. Lania informed the board that the two lots would not have a common driveway. Mr. Lania has put the perineal stram and the inner and outer zones are shown on the plan. Gravel access road has also been put on the plan. Mr. Jendro made the motion to open Public Hearing for 200 Loon Hill Rd Lot 2 145-972 due to the same DEP comments. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Mr. Lania has pointed out items added to the plan such as the tree line for the entire site, the wall that is 1ft below grade, modified detail of retaining wall on both lots. Ms. Cahill thought these 2 lots are very sensitive and that they would need a Clerk of the Works with weekly reports given. Mr. Lania said that Natural Heritage approved the plans for both lots. Mr. Lania feels that he had addressed all of the DEP comments on both lots and is looking for approval. Motion made by Mr. Jendro to approve both lots 1&2 with conditions of Certified Foundation Plan, No additional structures with 50ft of wetlands, A9 to A18 permanent markers, Retaining wall above roadway to prevent snow push into wetlands, patio is at ground level, cartridge filter for pool, replication area review infield prior to construction with agent to insure the least intrusion into wetland, no trees to be removed in the process of replication construction, hay bales in general to be placed at the edge of the disturbance, need Clerk of Work prior to construction and delivery of permit, weekly permits, high visibility fence along drives, 100’ beyond retaining wall, preconstruction meeting with Conservation, Building Dept, Engineering Dept and Clerk of Works. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Ms. Grenier apposed. Motion passed 3-1. Mr. Jendro made a motion to close public hearing seconded by Mr. Graham.
Certificate of Compliance: 47 Myron St 145-877: Ms. Cahill has informed the board that 47 Myron is in compliance and suggested approval. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to approve. Seconded by Mr. Jendro.

Certificate of Compliance: 999 Hildreth St 145-860: Ms. Cahill informed the board that 999 Hildreth St is in compliance and suggested approval. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to approve. Seconded by Mr. Graham.
