Public Hearing: Request for Determination Hoover ST (DWS): Sara Lingley from Woodward & Curren presented to the board the plans for the water upgrade. Ms. Lingley informed the board that work will involve replacing the existing water line and providing a temporary serviceline on surface so there would be no interruption in service to the homeowners. All work is within existing roadway and that there would be an engineer on site to monitor construction . Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Negative Three. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.
Continuance Amendment 341 Broadway Rd 145-763: Matt Hamor is representing First Dracut Development. Mr. Hammor presented an erosion control plan as requested from the last meeting and informed the board that the siltation fence will be in the wetland 4-6” in the ground where it abuts directly to existing wetland areas along proposed wetland replication areas. Mr. Olson informed Mr. Hamor that all his concerns from the last meeting had been met. Mr. Jendro informed Mr. Hamor that he would like east of the snow storage siltation protection he would like siltation protection limits be revised to extend out to the toe of slope east of the storm storage area near wetland flags from 126-132 and to make adjustments. Mr. Hamor let the board know there are 266 units. Motio made by Mr. Hassan to approve. Seconded by Mr. Jendro. Motion passed unanimously.
Extension Request Order of Conditions 341 Broadway Rd 145-763: Mr. Hamor requested from the board and extension to the original Order of Conditions until 2018. Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.
Insignificant Change 439,371,431,375 Pelham Rd 145-878: Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental that the plans have changed to have sidewalks on one side of the road only. Granite curbing will be staying. Ms. Hanley informed the board that there is no change in the wetland protection lines. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to approve. Seconded by Mr. Jendro. Motion passed unanimously. 
Certificate of Compliance 2166,2178 Lakeview Ave 145-834(Dillon McAnespie Park): Ms. Cahill informed the board that the Dillon McAnespie Park is in compliance and recommends approval. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to approve. Seconded by Mr. Hassan. Motion passed unanimously.

Certificate of Compliance 59 Hopkins St (DWS) 145-842: Ms. Cahill informed the board that the Dracut Water Supply building is in compliance and recommends approval. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to approve. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.
Certificate of Compliance Broadway Veterans Park 145-369: Jerry Foley from Watermark showed the board the plans of the highlighted drainage lines. He also pointed out that there is one intermittent stream. Mr. Graham voiced his concerns in regards to a letter that was presented to the Board from Mr. & Mrs. Koufogazos and their concerns. Mr. Mark Hamel Town of Dracut Engineer went through all of their concerns. Mr. Hamel assured the homeowners that Mr. Buxton said the drainage swale would be maintained by Department of Public Works. Mr. Foley informed the board that the swale that is on the map is still there and has not been removed. Plans presented show drainage easements. Mr. Hamel could not answer why the Snack Shack and spray park are not listed on the plan because it was before he started working for the town. Motion made by Ms. Grenier to approve Certificate of Compliance. Seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed unanimously.
