Town Manager Mr. James Duggan presented to the board the field usage fees. Mr. Duggan informed the board that this is a working document and there may be changes.  Mr. Duggan does not want the Field Use Funds to go into the General Fund, he wants it to go into a fund that will help maintain the fields. Mr. Duggan feels that any organization that is outside of Recreation program they must pay a field fee. Recreation programs would fall under Class 2. Mr. Parent said that Travel Sports would fall under Class 3 for field fees, however if the money for travel is collected through the Recreation Dept they would be exempt. Ms. Cahill said that Andy Graham would not charge Dracut travel softball and Dracut travel baseball for school fields.  Mr. Duggan also let the board know that these field Use fees would go into effect for the fall Sports for Pop Warner Football and Dracut Soccer.
