Mrs. Martin opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve the minutes of March 20, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed 3 to 0.  Mr. Graham abstained from voting.

Public Hearing/Notice of Intent/ 744 Merrimack Ave 145-930

Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Conservation/Special Permit Plan dated January 30, 2013 prepared by Ronald W. Close to construct parking spaces.  Ms. Hanley stated that the applicant is proposing to construct 7 parking spaces which would add pervious pavement to the property.  Ms. Hanley stated that the applicant has been before the Zoning Board of Appeals to change the use of the property to sell vehicles and there would be no auto repairs completed on the property.  Ms. Hanley stated that there is an existing single family dwelling with a garage on the property and the garage will be used as office space.  Ms. Hanley stated that all materials would be removed from the site.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Graham to issue an Order of Conditions with the following conditions:

1. Per plans dated January 30, 2013

Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public Hearing/Request for Determination of Applicability/ 33 Indian Hill Rd

Mr. Mike Ingalls, the applicant’s representative, appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Mortgage Inspection Plan dated March 18, 2003 prepared by Alpha Survey Corporation to construct an above ground pool.  Mr. Ingalls stated that the area is currently a sandy and mossy area.  Mr. Ingalls stated that they would only need to remove an inch or two of loam.  Mr. Ingalls discussed the topography of the property and stated that the wetlands were flagged three weeks ago.  Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. appeared before the Board and discussed the wetland flags and the topography of the property.  Mr. Jendro stated that he would like a letter from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. stating that the wetland flags match the presented plans. 
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Negative 3 Determination with the following conditions: 

1. Documentation from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. stating that the wetland flags match the presented plans

Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Hassan to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mr. Jendro.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Continuation of Notice of Intent/ 780 Nashua Road 145-926

Ms. Maureen Hanley from Norse Environmental Services, Inc. and Mr. Richie Alleca from Village Surveying appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Mascuppic Village dated February 13, 2013 prepared by Village Surveying.  Mrs. Cahill discussed the letter from Mass Wildlife dated April 26, 2013.  Mrs. Cahill discussed the applicant needing an approved plan and a qualified Blanding’s Turtle Biologist for the project.  Ms. Hanley stated that the siltation protection was installed by April 1, 2013.  Mrs. Cahill stated that Mr. Olson said he would inspect the location of the siltation protection.  Mr. Jendro stated that he would like Mr. Olson to verify that he inspected the siltation protection.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she would like something in writing from Mass Wildlife stating that the Blanding’s Turtle plan has been approved.  Ms. Hanley discussed the wetland crossing and stated that access from Maple Street is an emergency access only with a gate.  Mr. Jendro asked if the siltation protection was installed on the work side of the fence?  Ms. Hanley stated yes.  Mr. Alleca discussed the proposed drainage calculations and stated that the project was approved by the Town Engineer.  The Board discussed the dwellings being included in the Notice of Intent.  The Board discussed the property having a Master Deed and the Order of Conditions including the dwellings and infrastructure.  The Board discussed individual dwellings needing partial Certificate of Compliance.  The Board discussed protecting the wetlands and discussed the legal constraints for the Homeowner’s Association.  The Board discussed needing the following additional information from the applicant; documentation that Maple Street will not be open other than for emergencies, certified foundation plans for each unit, Blanding’s Turtle plan approval from Mass Wildlife, verification that siltation protection was installed properly by Mr. Olson and each dwelling needs to filed with Building Inspector and approved individually.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to continue the public hearing until May 15, 2013.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.
