The Chairman opened the meeting at 6:28 p.m.

The Board met to discuss Articles for this evenings Town Meeting that had previously been tabled.
Article #10
Mr. Graham came before the Board to explain his request to see if the Town will vote to act on the report of the Community Preservation Committee to appropriate and expend a sum of money for the construction of a 47’x20’ bathroom and storage facility with an adjacent 16’x26’ covered shelter and related site work to be located at 1624 Lakeview Ave. and used for recreational purposes.  Mr. Graham stated that it would be a simple building with access of the restrooms to the sports teams and students using the fields. Mr. Graham stated that he and his department would be responsible for maintaining this building. There was discussion as to the hours and security of this building. Mr. Graham stated that these details were still being worked out but that he is planning on video surveillance of the building.  After some discussion a motion was made by Mr. Archinski to approve Article #10. This was seconded by Ms. Dristiliaris. Motion passed unanimously. 
Article #11
Ms. Dunlap, Chairperson of the Community Preservation Committee came before the Board to explain the CPC request to see if the Town will vote to appropriate CPC funds for purchasing the Alden and Esther Fox property located at 52 A Avis Ave.  Ms. Dunlap explained to the Board that there was still no hard sale price but that the appraisal done by the Fox Family came back with a very high fair market value.  There was some discussion that the Town’s appraisal done had the property assessed at $1.2million dollars and the family’s appraisal was higher at $1.4 million dollars.  Mr. DiRocco expressed his concern that there was too much of a difference between those two numbers to ask the citizens of Dracut to vote on it. Ms. Dristiliaris agreed with Mr. DiRocco.  Ms. Dunlap explained that Mr. Fox would like the land preserved and would like to sell to the Town but that his family knows they can get more for the land than the Town will pay.
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After some back and forth discussion Ms. Dristiliaris made a motion that the Board not approve this article at this time. This was seconded by Mr. Archinski. The motion passed unanimously.
Article #16, #17, #18 

These articles were briefly discussed as a group and then voted on individually.

Ms. Hughes made a motion to accept Article #16. This was seconded by Ms. Dristiliaris. This motion passed unanimously.

Ms. Hughes made a motion to accept Article #17. This was seconded by Ms. Dristiliaris. This motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Archinski made a motion to accept Article #18. This was seconded by Ms. Hughes. This motion passed unanimously.
