Regular meeting resumed at 7:26 p.m. with one vote being taken.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Duff to accept the Executive Session Minutes of September 10, 2012 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Roy.  Motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Gantz to accept the Minutes of October 1, 2012 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Braley.  Motion passed unanimously.

Review of Financial Accounts: Motion made by Mr. Mallahan to accept the Financial Reports as presented.  Motion seconded by Mr. Duff.  Motion passed unanimously.

Correspondence:

* Letter to Recreation Commission from Bill Monette – Mrs. Cahill explained that the letter was sent to the Recreation Commission regarding the Boy’s Travel Basketball program.  Mr. Gantz stated that they had received six parents adamant that if Mr. Monette was coaching a travel team this season they would not allow their kids to participate.  Mr. Gantz stated that Mr. Monette resigned before a coach was selected and there has been no follow-up with Mr. Monette since he has resigned.  Mr. Gantz stated that the new coach is very good and he is working out very well.  Mr. Gantz stated that Mr. Monette was sent a letter regarding his conduct at games and there have already been some issues.
* Mrs. Cahill stated that Bradford Ski Area has been awarded the skiing/snowboarding contract this season.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the ticket only fee is $76.00 and the ticket with lessons fee is $104.00.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the free lunch participants will pay $38.00 for a ticket only and $66.00 for a ticket with lessons.  The Board discussed the free lunch program participants and discussed offering them the tickets for free.  The Board discussed giving money from each sports groups revolving account to make up the difference for the free lunch tickets.

Motion made by Mr. Braley to offer free tickets for free lunch program participants but they will have to pay the fee for the lessons.  Motion seconded by Mr. Mallahan.  Motion passed unanimously.

* Mr. Mallahan discussed the letter sent by Mr. Richard Huard stating that there has been unfair playing time in the NFL Flag Football program.  Mr. Mallahan stated that he would look into the letter and stated that he has personally spoken to all of the coaches regarding playing the kids in fair amounts.

* Mr. Duff stated that tonight would be his last meeting as he is resigning as the President of the Dracut Baseball Association.  Mr. Parent thanked Mr. Duff for all of the work he has accomplished as being the President of Dracut Baseball and having the lights put in and paid for at Veteran’s Memorial Park.  Mr. Duff stated that there are a lot of people leaving the Baseball Board and the new people coming in will need help with the transition.

Action Items:

* Permits & Fee’s for Lit Fields – The Board would like to keep this on the agenda until the first request comes in.

* Basketball Registrations – Mrs. Cahill stated that the registrations for Winter Basketball will end on Friday, November 9th.

* CPC Funds for Recreation Uses – Mr. Malonis discussed the Community Preservation Act being able to spend money to improve recreational facilities.  Mr. Malonis stated that the Community Preservation Committee would like the Recreation Commission and individual sports groups to create a list of projects that the CPC could help with.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the Recreation Commission should ask the Board of Selectmen’s Sub-Committee to attend the next meeting to discuss the projects that the Recreation Commission would like to see happen.  Mrs. Cahill asked everyone to send her a list of projects that they would like to see happen for their individual sports groups.  The Board discussed resurfacing the Campbell School basketball courts and adjustable basketball hoops at Dillon McAnespie.
Boys Basketball:

Mr. Gantz stated that the adult league draft will be held on Monday.  Mr. Gantz stated that Mike Parent and Brian Levesque will be running the clinic league this season.  Mr. Gantz stated that they are all set and ready for another good season.
Girls Basketball:

Mr. Braley stated that the clinic evaluations were held last night and the teams have been created.  Mr. Braley stated that the travel girl’s will be playing with the recreation teams this season and parents should be receiving email by Sunday.  Mr. Braley stated that the registration numbers are down this season and they started the clinic league with first graders this season and will be working on fundamentals with the players.  Mr. Braley stated that they did the best with honoring special requests.
Baseball: 
Mr. Duff stated that the fall season ended without incident.  Mr. Duff stated that there would be insurance payments for the league due in February.  Mr. Duff discussed the Baseball Association suspending coach John Warner before the fall season.
Softball: 

Mr. Roy stated that the Softball Association had there elections and they are still working on construction bathrooms at Monahan Field.  Mr. Roy stated that he is trying to get Selectmen DiRocco to attend a meeting to discuss the construction of the bathrooms.  Mr. Roy stated that they will be consulting with Ann Vandal on how to become a Non-Profit.  Mr. Roy stated that their goal is to construct the bathrooms in April.
Skiing: 

Ms. Mitton-Talbot stated that all of the skiing information was discussed under correspondence.
NFL Flag Football:
Mr. Mallahan stated that the NFL Flag Football finals are this weekend.  Mr. Mallahan discussed placing a lock box at Veteran’s Park for their equipment.  Mrs. Cahill discussed finding the best place at the Park for a lock box.
Wrestling:

Mr. Desmarais was absent from the meeting.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the registrations for wrestling end November 16, 2012.
New Business: 

* Communications with Recreation Office – Mrs. Cahill discussed making sure the sports groups are giving the office incident reports, suspension reports, etc.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the sports groups need to have open communication with the office.
* Mrs. Cahill stated that she was contacted by Attorney Hall regarding the Kelly Family.  Mrs. Cahill stated that the Kelly Family is just asking that their girls can play softball this season and that the Code of Ethics is revised to state that “No derogatory statements” are made by anyone.
* Mr. Gantz stated that he has been contacted by some surrounding Town’s wanting to play basketball against our recreation basketball teams.  Mr. Gantz asked what are the Town’s guidelines?  Mrs. Cahill stated that she would have to check with Town Clerk’s Office regarding the Town’s insurance coverage.

* Mr. Gantz discussed registrations for the recreation high school basketball league and stated that they would like to have registrations in January 2013 with a $100.00 registration fee.

Motion made by Mr. Mallahan to adjourn the meeting.  Motion seconded by Mr. Gantz.  Motion passed unanimously.
