Community Input: No one signed in under Community Input.
Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Braley to accept the minutes of September 10, 2012 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Kennedy.  Motion passed unanimously.

Review of Financial Accounts: Motion made by Mr. Mallahan to accept the Financial Reports as presented.  Motion seconded by Mr. Gantz.  Motion passed unanimously.

Action Items:

* Permits & Fee’s for Lit Fields – The Board would like to keep this on the agenda until the first request comes in.
Boys Basketball:

Mr. Gantz stated that the Summer Basketball League went well and the Adult Summer League finished last night.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she has still not received any incident reports in regards to the parent/coach altercation at the end of the Summer League.  Mr. Gantz stated that the parent involved has not responded to the Boy’s Basketball Board’s request to attend any of their meetings.  Mr. Gantz provided preliminary budgets fro the Recreation, Travel and Adult Winter Basketball League’s.  Mr. Gantz stated that they will be paying referee’s $40.00 per game for Junior and Senior League and $35.00 per game for the Clinic League.  Mr. Gantz stated that they will be paying scorekeepers $15.00 per game for the Adult League.  Mr. Gantz stated that the Adult League will have a 14 game season this Winter.
Motion made by Mr. Mallahan to accept the Recreation and Travel Winter League’s preliminary budgets.  Motion seconded by Mr. Braley.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Mr. Mallahan to accept the Adult Winter League preliminary budget.  Motion seconded by Mr. Kennedy.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mrs. Cahill stated that there is a player that tried registering for Recreation Winter Basketball today who attends a Dracut Public School but lives with his Mother in Lowell.  Mrs. Cahill stated that his Father does live in Dracut.  The Board discussed the situation and stated that if the Mother and Father both have Joint Legal Custody of the child then the child can play Recreation Winter Basketball. 
Girls Basketball:

Mr. Braley stated that they had travel tryouts last week and there will be no 5th grade travel team due to there being no interest.  Mr. Braley stated that they would be starting the Recreation season the second week of November.  Mr. Braley asked if the cell phone bill had been paid from the discussions at the previous meeting?
