Mr. Parent opened the meeting at 7:03 p.m.

Community Input: No one signed in under Community Input.
Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Gantz to accept the Minutes of September 10, 2013 as written.  Motion seconded by Mr. Talbot.  Motion passed unanimously.

Review of Financial Accounts: Motion made by Mr. Gantz to accept the Financial Reports as presented.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Mitton-Talbot.  Motion passed unanimously.

Correspondence:

* The Board reviewed the letter sent to Mr. Piendak dated September 17, 2013 regarding approval of the basketball rims and poles at Dillon McAnespie Park as outlined in the letter dated July 31, 2013 from New England Recreation Group.
* The Board reviewed the letters sent to Bradford Ski Area and Nashoba Valley Ski Area dated October 3, 2013 requesting skiing/snowboarding bids for the 2014 season.

* The Board reviewed the email received from Amy Besonen dated October 7, 2013 regarding Cori’s of coaches.  The Board discussed the situations with getting coaches to complete the Cori application and possibly giving the league President’s Cori applications for coaches to complete.

Basketball Courts at Dillon McAnespie – The Secretary explained that Mrs. Cahill will email the information regarding the Dillon McAnespie Basketball Courts to the Board.
Action Items:

* Line Item on Town Budget re: Free Lunch Registrations & Security – Mr. Parent stated that Mrs. Cahill will request additional money in the budget to offset the free lunch registrations and costs for security.
* DPW Fields – The Secretary explained that Mrs. Cahill will discuss what can be done with the DPW Fields with Mr. Buxton and report back to the Board.

* Bicycle Riding at Veteran’s Memorial Park – The Board tabled this item until the next meeting.
Boys Basketball:

Mr. Gantz discussed the travel try-outs and stated that they have added an additional 6th grade travel team.  Mr. Gantz asked that the Adult League registrations stay open until October 15th.
Girls Basketball:

Mr. Parent stated that the High School Volleyball team was in the High School gym again tonight even though the Recreation Department had an approved permit.  Mr. Parent discussed the travel try-outs and stated that there have been no complaints.  Mr. Parent stated that Peter Witts is hosting a Girl’s Basketball clinic on November 9th.  Mr. Parent provided the Board with a Girl’s Basketball preliminary budget for both the recreation and travel programs.
Motion made by Mr. Desmarais to approve the Girl’s Basketball Recreation and Travel Programs Preliminary Budget.  Motion seconded by Mr. Gantz.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Parent discussed a possible travel basketball issue with a Lowell player and discussed the Recreation Commission’s By-Law with players having to be legal Dracut residents.

Baseball: 

Mr. Talbot discussed the Cori’s situation and getting coaches to complete the application.  Mr. Talbot stated that they have been rained out twice and they may play this weekend to make up games.  Mr. Talbot stated that all is going well and the fall season is more relaxed than the spring season.
Softball: 

Mr. Gomes stated that they have vacated one at large member from the Softball Board and Mr. George Roy is the Senior League Coordinator this season.  Mr. Gomes stated that the Softball Board will start meeting again to prepare for the upcoming season.  Mr. Gomes stated that they have some field projects and they were discussed with Mr. Buxton.  Mr. Gomes stated that there will be a camp at UMass Lowell on October 14th.  Mr. Gomes stated that the softball tournaments will be complete after October 20th.  Mr. Gomes stated that they will have a field clean up and he drafted a letter to the Town Manager regarding the status of the bathrooms at Monahan Field.
Skiing: 

Mrs. Mitton-Talbot stated that the skiing/snowboarding bids have gone out and that once the bids come back, the Board would need to discuss how to handle free lunch waiver registrations.

Mr. Mallahan was absent from the meeting.
Wrestling:

Mr. Desmarais stated that they have received one registration so far and discussed having the mats delivered to the Campbell School so they can be cleaned for the start of the season.
New Business: 

* Update on RFP’s for field upgrades and Dadak property – Mr. Talbot stated that he attended Thursday’s RFP meeting and the Committee will be working with Watermark.  Mr. Talbot stated that he was not appointed to the Committee but is hoping to be invited to all of the meetings.
* Mr. Malonis stated that the bid for the High School track has come in and discussed lighting, drainage and bathrooms at the track.  Mr. Malonis stated that the Community Preservation Committee has the money to complete the track and the other items may be completed next year.

* The next meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, November 5, 2013 at 7:00 p.m.

Motion made by Mr. Gomes to adjourn the meeting.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Mitton-Talbot. Motion passed unanimously.
