Mr. Olson opened the meeting at 7:15 p.m.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve the minutes of August 15, 2012 as written.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed 3 to 0.  Mr. Graham and Mr. Jendro abstained from voting.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to approve the minutes of July 18, 2012 Conservation Commission Sub-Committee Meeting.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Martin.  Motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing/Request for Determination of Applicability/ 1100 Lakeview Avenue

Mr. Anthony Guba from Ayoub Engineering, Inc. and Mr. Tom Healey from Nouria Energy appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Tank & Piping Plan dated August 16, 2012 prepared by Nouria Energy Corp and plans titled Plan of Land dated August 7, 2012 prepared by Merrimack Engineering Services to replace three underground gas tanks.  Mr. Guba stated that this is a maintenance program for replacing the tanks and piping and there would be no changes to the site.  Mr. Guba stated that there will not be any impervious area; grading or drainage changes and they are not working within the 100’ buffer zone.  Mr. Guba stated that they are working within the 200’ Riparian Zone.  Mr. Guba discussed the site being presently developed and explained that they did not realize they were working within a Riparian Zone.  Mrs. Cahill explained to the Board that they did not have to receive any building permits for the work and everyone was cooperative once they were told they needed to complete a filing for the Conservation Commission due to the work within the Riparian Zone.  Mrs. Cahill stated that there was no reason to shut the project down and they do have siltation protection in place.  Mr. Guba stated that the new tanks and piping are in and the area has been back filled.  Mr. Guba stated that the project should be complete within two weeks.  Mr. Healey stated that he would provide documentation on where the soils were removed to.  The Board discussed if a Notice of Intent should be filed for the work.  The Board discussed the distance to the water and there being no direct access to the water.  Mr. Guba stated that the tanks were relocated for gas truck access for safe deliveries.  Mr. Guba discussed the additional safe guards on the new tanks for spills, leaks, etc.
Motion made by Mr. Graham to issue a Negative 3 Determination with the following conditions: 

1. Per plans dated August 16, 2012
2. Documentation of soil removal

Motion seconded by Mr. Hassan. Motion passed 4 to 1.  Mr. Jendro voted opposed. Motion made by Mr. Hassan to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham. Motion passed 4 to 0.  Mr. Jendro abstained from voting. 

Continuation of Notice of Intent/ Methuen St and Wheeler Road Areas – Sewer Contract 30 and 31 145-920
Ms. Katelyn Biedron and Ms. Magdalena Lofstedt from CDM Smith, Inc. appeared before the Board and presented plans titled Contract 30 Methuen St Area Sewers & Contract 31 Wheeler Road Area Sewers dated August 2012 prepared by CDM Smith, Inc. to install sewers along various streets within the Methuen St and Wheeler Road Areas.  Ms. Biedron explained that the Wheeler Road Area Sewer will be gravity fed with a pump station on Douglas Road and a pump station on Wheeler Road on a Methuen property.  Ms. Biedron explained that they would be working within the 100’ buffer zones and it all work would be completed in the streets.  Ms. Biedron discussed the proposed erosion controls on Wildrose Terrace and the pump station in the cul-de-sac on Douglas Road.  Ms. Biedron discussed the dewatering plan and discussed the proposed culverts.  Ms. Biedron discussed the proposed work on Horseshoe Rd, Methuen St, Rinzee Rd, Poppy Lane, Elizabeth Drive and Wheeler Road.  Ms. Biedron stated that there are no proposed wetland crossings.  Ms. Biedron discussed the proposed triple culverts on Paddock Lane and stated that they are not sure if a sleeve would be needed.  Mr. Olson discussed the dewatering in the area.  Ms. Biedron stated that they would use silt catch basins and silt sacks if needed.  Ms. Biedron discussed the proposed work on Wheeler Road near St. Francis Church and stated that every 300’ they would be constructing a clay dam.  Ms. Biedron stated that in the Indian Hill Road area they would be going under the culvert and discussed the proposed pump station on Indian Hill Road.  Ms. Biedron stated that they would be going over the culvert on Methuen Street and discussed the floodplain in that area.  Ms. Biedron stated that they would be restoring the existing contours.  Ms. Biedron discussed the proposed work on Tellier Way, Parker Rd and Katie’s Way.  Ms. Biedron stated that they would add the erosion controls to Sheet C-8.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to close the public hearing.  Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue an Order of Conditions with the following conditions:

1. Per plans dated August 2012 with revised plans for Sheets C6, C7 and C8
Motion seconded by Mr. Graham.  Motion passed unanimously.

Request for a Certificate of Compliance/ 654 Salem Road 145-764
Ms. Rochelle Oriolla, the applicant, appeared before the Board to request a Certificate of Compliance.  Mr. Olson read the letter provided to the Board from Aho Surveying dated August 28, 2012 stating that the project is in substantial compliance with the Order of Conditions.  Included with the letter were plans titled Conservation Plan, Existing Conditions dated August 24, 2012 prepared by Aho Surveying.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she recommends approval.
Motion made by Mr. Hassan to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Dristiliaris.  Motion passed unanimously.

Old Business:

* Eco-Diversity of Dracut Conservation and Open Space Lands – The Board agreed to keep this on the agenda.
* Conservation Commission Meeting Time – The Board discussing changing the meeting time from 7:15 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.

Motion made by Mr. Hassan to change the Conservation Commission meeting time to 7:00 p.m. starting on the October 3, 2012 meeting.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Dristiliaris.  Motion passed unanimously.

New Business:
* Mr. Jendro stated that a lot is being cleared on Hildreth Street.  Mrs. Cahill stated that she would take a look at it.
Sub-Committee Reports:

* Mrs. Martin stated that the Zoning By-Law Committee will be reviewing the fining and enforcement part of the Town By-Law and the Sub-Committee will restart their discussions when the Zoning By-Law Committee review this section of the Town By-Law.  Mrs. Martin discussed issuing fines and the possible methods of collecting the fines.  The Sub-Committee agreed that there needs to be consistency among the Town Board and Departments regarding fining.  Mr. Olson reviewed what has been discussed at the Zoning By-Law Committee meetings.  Mr. Olson stated that the Committee would also be discussing the Open Space By-Laws.
